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Memorandum of Understanding
Between
The Institute for Diplomatic Studies of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Arab

Republic of Egypt
And the4 ICT 4 Peace Foundation

The Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) signed below is to establish a general working
agreement between The Institute for Diplomatic Studies (IDS) of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Arab Republic of Egypt and the Information and Communication Technology
for Peace ( ICT 4 Peace) Foundation a nongovernmental Geneva-based entity. Hereafter ,
the IDS and the ICT 4 Peace Foundation are referred to as the “ Parties”

¢ Mindful of the commitment of Egypt to international peace and security,
particularly in Africa where Egypt participated in the creation of the Organization
for African Unity ( OAU ) and has been one of the main active contributors to the
African Union (AU). Egypt was a founder member of the New Partnership for
Africa’s development NEPAD and is a prominent member of the Common Market
for Eastern and Southern Africa (COMESA).

s Desiring to establish partnerships and technical cooperation to develop and
maintain the role of the Institute for Diplomatic Studies and the Cairo Regional
Center for Training on Conflict Resolution and Peacekeeping in Africa CCCPA: as
regional and international centers of excellence:

e Recognizing the need to strengthen the role of Egypt in supporting peace-keeping
operations and conflict resolution in Africa, through provision of quality
specialized training programs in the field of peace-keeping and conflict resolution,
the organization of continental fora and accreditation with DPKO

e Recognizing the importance of providing the Egyptian Diplomats with the
knowledge, expertise and skills needed in their careers similar to those gained in
other international diplomatic institutes;

e Acknowledging that the Report of the Assessment and Advisory Mission
comprising ICT 4 Peace and the Geneva Center for Security Policy GCSP to UNDP
Cairo on the CCCPA Integrated Training for Integrated Missions provides the basic
foundations to develop the capacity of CCCPA with regards to a) Presenting its
Programme to Africa; b) Defining the Infrastructure; and c) Reinforcing
Management,
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The two parties have agreed on the following:

Article 1: General Principles

¢ This Memorandum of Understanding shall provide a framework for technical
cooperation between the two Parties .

# The Parties agree that priority tasks of such cooperation is to support the CCCPA ‘s
role in providing professional and internationally accredited Training courses in the
fields of peacekeeping and conflict resolution that come to line with the UNDPKO
standards .

e The Parties will work towards developing the capacity and the professionalism of
the IDS in its activities.

e This Memorandum of Understanding may be complemented by the Parties upon
mutual agreement .

# The Parties agree to stay in close contact for further consultation and discussion on
issues that may arise in the exchange and cooperation.

e The Parties may draw up procedure, plans and recommend programmes of
cooperation to achieve the objectives set in this Memorandum of Understanding

Article 2 Areas of Cooperation

Where funding resources are available, the technical cooperation between the two parties
includes advisory and executive tasks in different fields such as :

¢ Mobilizing resources : Supporting the IDS and the CCCPA to mobilize resources
at the international level to implement their plans and activities.

+ Developing the IDS and the CCCPA Outreach Program: This would include the
establishment of websites, online courses, and identifying possible E-learning
experts / institutions in the related fields.

¢ Using ICT capabilities : Enhance the IDS and the CCCPA’s capacity in using ICT
capabilities to conduct its courses using these technologies.

« Consultation : Presenting advice upon request on the IDS and CCCPA future plans
and activities and the organization of academic symposia on topics of mutual
interest.
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¢ Identification of Expertise : In consultation and if possible with the active support
of other regional and international training institutions primarily the GCSP,
recommending and contacting experts, lecturers, and consultants upon request to
participate and advice in the IDS and the CCCPA courses and activities.

 Networking : Enhance and support the IDS and the CCCPA to link up and
network with other international similar centers and institutes / think tanks etc

s  Accreditation: Support the CCCPA efforts to gain accreditation for its courses
from the UNDPKO.

Article3 Tenure of Partnership

This Memorandum of Understanding will come into effect on the date of its
signature and it will remain into effect for a period of three years, after which it will be
automatically renewed for subsequent periods of three vears, unless one of the Parties
notifies the other of its intention to terminate this Memorandum of Understanding, at least 3
months prior to the Termination date.
